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GOTHIC CHASUBLE
LINED WITH FRONT PLACKET

The Gothic chasuble drapes over the shouder to at least the débow. This chasuble can
vary in length and width acerding to the individual style and can be rounced or come
toapaoint a the bottom. Thetrim onthe front and badk of the dhasuble may be ather a
“Y” crossor asingle pill ar of banding.

NOTES:

a.) Mens apparel closures or buttons close left over right.

b.) The ned opening shoudfit closely aroundthe ned andanonsli ppery fabric for the
lining is preferred so that the dhasuble doesn’t tend to shift around.

c.) The dhasuble is cut with a center front and badk seam.

d.) The yoke interfadng pieces are cut so that the center seam is on the bias and the
straight of grain goesinthe samediredionasthe shouder banding. Fig. 12a Sincethe
shouder bandingis sewn of the bias of the chasubletheinterfadng isused to stabili ze
the aeaunder the shouder banding so that it does naot stretch or pucker.

e.)To avoid puckersin the facefabric it may be necessary to loosen the machinetension
and you may want to badk just the areafrom the yoke to the hem where the trim will lay
with astrip of light weight ironronwoven interfadng. Aneven fead foot may also help.
Using anew needleis also advisable.

f.) Usedlighter longer stitches (8-10stitches per inch) when constructing vestments. This
simplifiestaking out stitches when a mistake is made or arepair must be made later.
g.) When pressng seams, first press ®ams flat to set the seams before pressng them

open.

2 front and 2 kadk pieces from the facefabric.

2 front and 2 adk pieces from the lining material.

front and 2 bad yoke pieces from light weight sewn-in interfadng such as Durapress
Verishape, Organdy, etc Fig.12a Cut interffadng 1" beyond where the shouder
bandings are to be sewn.

1 front left pladket piecel" wider than ¥z the width of the banding used and 1' longer
than the front opening.

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CONSTRUCTION:

1. Stay stitch the nedkline. With wrong sides together pin and stitch center badk seam
of the facefabric and front center seam to base of opening. Fig.12h Pressbadk seam
open. On the front chasuble dip the front seam at the base of the opening. Press £am
open below the pladet. Fig.12c.

2.Pinandbaste badk yokeinterfadngto wrong sideof chasuble over lapping the center
seam alowance Fig.13d On the front yoke interfadng mark the length of the front
opening and clip seam allowance. Pin and beste theinterfadng to the wrong side of the
front chasuble overlapping the sean all owance below the front opening.

3 .Lay out the ophery banding and applique, if using one, on the badk chasuble and
deddewhereyouwant thedesign in the banding to fall. Temporarily pin them. Remove
the gplique, if used, and verticd banding and seaurely pin and stitch the two shou der
bands. Pin the verticd band in placeand stitch. (Be sure to kee the trim perfedly
straight and centered. If necessary loosen the tension slightly to avoid puckersin the
fabric. Bands of woven iron-oninterfadng may be gplied to stabili ze the fabric from
yoketo hemline where the trim isto be sewn). Apply the gplique.

4. On wrong side of the chasuble mark left front andright front. Pin pladket pieceto
left front opening right sides together and stitch to base of opening. .Fig.14f Press
sean toward the pladcet piece Fig.14 g Cut a pieceof iron-oninterfadng the length of
thepladket and half thewidth of the ophery banding. Presstheiron oninterfadngtothe
placket piece #ong the length of the pladket seam.. Fig.14 h

5.Lay out the ophery banding on the front chasuble (as you dd onthe bad)so that the
banding will match at the shouders. Temporarily pin them. Remove the verticd
banding. Seaurely pin the shouder banding and stitch in place

6. Center the verticd banding along the center front pladket sean and pin. At the
nedline stitch the banding down onboth sidesabou 1".( Youarejust tadking it in place
at thenedline.) Fig.14i

7.Fold pladket piecein half lengthwise over the banding. Pin and stitch the top edge of
the pladet piecestoppng at the center seam. Fig. 15 Trim and clip curves to center
seam only . Fig.15k Then turn to right side, press On wrong side hand stitch pladcket
piece in pace &ong center sean. Fig. 15L Bring end d pladket pieceto the right of
chasuble so that it can be hidden under the banding.

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8. Fold the underside of the pladket opening out of the way. Pin and top stitch the
banding along the edge of the opening. Next pinandstitch the banding from the opening
to the hem and then stitch the other edge of the banding in place

9. If you have rough cut the dhasuble pieces trim to cutting line now.

10. With right sides of lining together, pin and stitch center bac seam. Stitch center
front sean to the base of the front opening. Press gan flat, then pressopen. Clip at
base of opening and pressunder sean all owanceonthe front opening. Presssean open
below front opening

11.With right sides together, pin and stitch the badk lining to the badk chasuble dong
the outside edge and at the nedkline. Do the same onthefront chasuble. Clip the arves
at the nedlineand aroundthe edge. (Do nat trim the seans. The chasuble may well need
repair inthefutureandthefull sean all owance will needed to maketherepair.) Slip the
chasuble over a pressng ham and pressseam open. Turn chasuble to the outside and
pressflat.

12. Pin and dtitch badk chasuble to the front chasuble along the shouder sean
THROUGHTHE FACEFABRICONLY (pintheliningout of theway.) Fig.16a. Press
sean flat and then open. Fig. 16b

13.Pin andtadk bad lining to the shouder sean. Fig. 16¢c

14. Pressunder shouder sean allowance of the front lining. Pin front lining in place
along the shouder sean and hand stitch in place Fig. 16d. Hand stitch lining in place
along the pladket opening.

15. Topstitch around ouside edge and around redline.

16. Hand tack lining to the face along the front and badk seams (stitch in the ditch) to
help eliminate future sagging of the lining. This may be dore using a 2" to 3©' dadll
needle. Start at the hemline andtake onesmall stitchinthe seam lineof thelining. Badk
stitch over the first stitch and just catch the facefabric. Come upin between the face
fabric and lining. Move the nealle forward abou 1  to 2 inches and up through the
lining seam. Take ancther back stitch and cach the facematerial again, move forward
between the lining and faceand then up through the lining seam. Continue upthe seam.

17. Optional: a chasuble collar of laceor linen may be gplied to the nedline help
eliminate wea onthis area

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ROMAN CHASUBLE
NO GALL OON EDGE

The Roman chasuble is anarrow stiff baded vestment. It may have a cossor awide
orphery band dowvn the back.

NOTE:

a) Thefront of the Austrian chasuble maybe aut wider for alarger priest by cutting on
the dotted lines.

b.) Lay out the dhasuble bad pieceso that the pattern of the facefabric iscentered on
the center of the crossand the front chasuble is centered on the same verticd pattern as
the bad.

c.) Nonrwoven and iron-on interfadngs are nat recommended for genera use in the
chasuble. A goodstiff woveninterfadngispreferred. Theiron-oninterfaang, however,

maybe used in some circumstances to stabili ze bandings or embroiderieswhen used for

trim.

d) A finepdy/cotton popin or twill i sthe suggested fabric for thelining.With asilk face
fabric asilk twill, or silk taffeta may be used.

f.) Although optional, top stitching the edges on most fabrics gives anicefinish to the
vestment.

g.) Use amedium to long stitch ( 8-10 stitches per inch) when sewing the vestments.

Thismakesit easier to take out stitches if one makes a mistake or repairs must be made
later.

CUT:

1 front and 1 kadk chasuble piecefrom facematerial
1 front and 1 ladk chasuble from interfadng

1 front and 1 kadk chasuble from lining fabric

1 tie 3Yayds (or longer for alarge priest) of 1" grosggrain ribbon

CONSTRUCTION:

1. Mark the center of the front and badk chasuble ontheinterfadng. On the bad also
mark the center line of the horizontal arms of the cross Pin wrong side of face pieces
of the chasuble to the interfadng along the center lines and aroundthe alges. Hand
bastealongthecenter lineonthefront andbadk chasuble piecesanda ong the center line
of the horizontal arms of the badk cross Then beste the aoundthe outside edges. (A
2" to 3' ddl neealle works well when basting through a stiff interfadng.)

2. Lay out the trim onthe front and badk chasuble. Pin to hdd trim in place Stitch on
bath edges of trim. Be sure to keep thetrim absolutely straight -- baste if necessary.
Hint: If you aemaking a odline aossonthebackwith gdl oon¥4" quilters tape maybe
used to layout the cross The gall ooncan then be butted upaganst the tape guide and
pinned. Thetapeis removed after stitching.

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a.) ROMAN STYLE CHASUBLE
WITH FRONT YOKE

3a. Clipinterfadng diagonaly at cornersto eliminate bulk. Fig. 20a& 20b. Stay stitch
the badk nedkline just inside the seanline on bah face ad lining.

4a. With right sides together, pin the badk lining pieceto the bad facepiece Stitch
aroundthe outside alge of the bad chasuble, usinga " seam. Fig. 20c.

5a. Pin and stitch the badk nedkline, leaving abou a 6" opening at center bad for
turning. Fig. 20c. Press gansflat. Clip curves. (Using a pressng hamor seamroll
the seam may be pressed open before turning. It makesit easier to pressthe edges when
turnedtotheright side) Turn chasubletoright sideout and pressedgesflat. Pressunder
seam allowance on nedkline opening and hand stitch lining to face. With right side
together pin front lining to chasuble front. Stitch around ouside edgewitha " seam,
leaving the top edge of facematerial andinterfaang open. Fig. 20d. Press ®ansflat.
Clip curves. Insert a pressng ham and ress ®£am open. Turn and pressedge flat.

7a. Pin badk chasuble to front along the top edge OF FACE MATERIAL AND
INTERFACING ONLY. Stitch being careful not to cach thelining. Fig. 20e. Press
seam toward front chasuble.

8a. Pressfront chasuble lining under on seamline and hand stitch in place Fig. 20f.
Optiondl: if top stitching, topstitch aroundoutside edge of the front. Top stitching gives
anicesharp finished edge.

9a. Hand stitch tiesto front lining. Fig.20g. A pleaed chasuble mllar may be gplied
aroundthe back nedline.

3b. Stay dtitch nedkline just inside the seanline on bdh the lining and facematerial.
Trim corners of the interfadng diagonally before stitching. Fig. 21a& 21b

4b. With right sides together, pin the badk and front lining pieces to badk and front
chasuble. Stitcharoundtheoutside edge and redkli ne of the bad andfront pieces, using
a "seamandstoppng at the shouder seanline. Fig. 21c & 21
d. Clipcurves. Insert apressng ham or seamroll and press £am open. Turn chasuble
toright side and pess You nav have afinished badk and front.

5b. Withright sidestogether, pin thefront to the badk at the shouder sean THROUGH
THE INTERFACING AND FACE MATERIAL ONLY. Fig. 21e Witha " seam,
stitch along theshouder sean, besurenat to cachtheliningintheseam. Press siouder
sean flat and then open. Tadk the front lining along the seamline to the shouder seam.
Fig. 21f. On the badk lining pressunder the seam alowance. Hand stitch the lining
along the shouder seam. Fig. 21g.

6b. Topstitch the chasuble aoundthe outside adge and reckline. Hand stitch tiesto

lining. Fig. 21h. Baste afolded laceor linen coll ar to the nedlineto giveit afinished
look and eliminate excesswed in this area
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
